Our goal is to reach out to the English and French Speaking
African Nations. Currently, we have attracted leaders and pastors from the following nations:
Benin, Burkina Faso, Kenya, Ivory Coast, Ghana, Liberia, Mali, Niger, Nigeria, South
Africa, Tanzania, Togo, Uganda, Zambia
and we hope to also train pastors from the following nations in the next five years:
Gambia, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Mauritania, Senegal, Sierra Leone, etc.

In Asia our main bases are in India (including a completed campus, with dorms and a furnished
library), Nepal (including building a campus, with dorms and a furnished library—in process), and
Bhutan. Currently, we have attracted leaders and pastors from the following nations:
Bhutan, India, Nepal, Pakistan, Tibet, Bangladesh, and Sri Lanka
and we hope to also train pastors from the following nations in the next five years:
Afghanistan, Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines, Singapore,
Thailand, Vietnam, etc.

and we hope to also train pastors from other South American and Caribbean nations in the
next five years.

In Central America our main bases are in Belize and Mexico. Currently, we have attracted
leaders and pastors from the following nations:

Belize, Mexico, Honduras, Guatemala, and Jamaica
and we hope to also train pastors from other Central American and Caribbean nations in the
next five years.

To establish Servant Leadership Institutes to train and equip leaders, and to establish printing
facilities to print excellent leadership materials for leaders.

SLM is reaching Pastors and Christian leaders to raise-up tens of thousands of new pastors,
evangelists, teachers, apostles, and prophets in the coming years (Eph.

PS. In 2023, SLM conducted twenty five (25) Training Seminars to train & equip
over 1,500 Pastors from 20 plus countries, and from five regions. Many of these
seminars lasted a week and some lasted two weeks. Additionally, we held a
Women’s Conference in Guyana with over 200 delegates and collaborated with
two Pastors’ Graduations. SLM also shipped over 10,000 books (mainly medical
books) to Guyana (three Nursing Colleges, one Pharmacy College, and the
University of Guyana). The CMO (Chief Medical Officer met with Dr. Frank
Deena to express his thanks.

In 2024, we will hold our first Graduation in Kenya for Pastors from Kenya,
Uganda, and Tanzania.
